· Police presence on the regular
· Resting spaces in communities vs having to retreat back home in between appointments (near metro with bathroom facilities)
· Sensitivity training for police and those interacting with people with disabilities
· Travel training (include limiting dependence on yellow buses) leads to independence
· Universal signage (graphics, visual, etc)
· Multi-culturalism and respect for each other training
· ADA training for everybody
· Ballet and targeted programming for females on the autism spectrum as most activities are geared toward males 
· Art therapy
· Theater/Drama
· Fine Arts
· Sib Support
· Respite comparable to Jill’s House in VA
· Family fun/jam night (relaxing atmosphere)
· Pampering for parents
· Sexuality awareness – safe sex education
· All rec centers, libraries and clubs need disability inclusion training
· Serving on committees related to accessible transportation (WMATA)
· Partnerships with developers, architects on accessibility issues (Committee on Accessible Design at AIA)
· Affordable housing (easier to access without a fight)
· Recreation – playgrounds disability-friendly
· Provider training and then teach clients
· Structured/planned outings vs going somewhere to sit
· Providers need to know what resources are available for their clients
· Providers need to have a rapport with clients and become more person centered (provide what is beneficial and of interest to the client)
· Hold staff accountable for teaching clients how to become independent and how to lead their own IEP’s
· Diversity training is important
· Train staff on how to detect and understand differences in behavior
